The last scene from Wieland's ‘Oberon’ illustrated by Fissli [see inv. 1575; Oberon, X,
32-36) shows Huon before the execution in the sultan's prison: the harem queen
Almansaris, who is in love with him, enters through the dungeon door and offers him her
hand and the throne if he murders the sultan. But the virtuous knight rejects the
beguiling offer and remains faithful to Amanda.
