The prospectus shows the Column of Saint Theodore, Sansovino's St Mark's Library, the
Belvedere Tower of Ca’ Venier della Torresella, Longhena’s Santa Maria della Salute, the
Seminario Patriarcale, the Punta della Dogana, the Church of San Giacomo and Palladio’s
Redentore.

The painting is one of the rare Venetian vedute by Bellotto, who left Venice as early as
1742 to work in other Italian cities and at the courts of Dresden, Vienna, Munich and
Warsaw.
