B — The provenance from 1933 to 1945 has not been unambiguously clarified; gaps in
the ownership history remain. According to current research, there is no evidence of
Nazi-looted art. There are no implications of Nazi-looted art and / or conspicuous
circumstances.

The painting by de Chirico came from the collection of the Jewish banker and art dealer
André Level in Paris. In 1927, it was sold in an auction of the collection at the Hotel
Drouot in Paris to the Belgian art dealer Camille Goemans. In 1935 and 1936, it was
owned by the artist and art dealer Aram D. Mouradian, before being exhibited in summer
1937 at the Musée du Jeu du Paume in Paris, on loan from the collector Bernard
Poissonnier. He held it until it was purchased by the Vereinigung Zircher Kunstfreunde
in 1954. During the Second World War, Poissonnier worked for the art dealer Karl
Haberstock, who in 1936 began selling works to Hitler. The circumstances under which it
changed hands from Mouradian to Poissonnier have not yet been clarified, but in any
event this can be shown to have occurred before France was occupied by the Nazis in
1940. The possibility that it was confiscated as a result of Nazi persecution cannot be
ruled out, but there are no grounds for suspecting this. (State of research 30.09.2024)
