Vogel painted the Zurich side,
Steiner that of the central Swiss. For the sake of clarity, the scene has been moved from
the Grossmiuinster to the Limmat Bridge with the old town hall, Grossmiinster and
Fraumunster and the Wellenberg Tower in front of the Alpenkranz.
