Description Here the father, Giovanni Giacometti, precisely captures the intensity with which Alberto 
invested his models. At the same time, the painting attests to his close relationship with 
Annetta. The artist’s searching gaze is also a questioning glance up at his mother, while 
she stands ramrod-straight, surveying him imperiously.
As Alberto Giacometti himself often noted later, the true vitality of a face is to be found in 
its gaze; and Annetta’s was especially captivating. The fact that Alberto’s eye is fully 
visible while hers is barely outlined in profile lends her an air of remoteness and 
unapproachability.
