Around the large composition 'Der Auserwéhlte' (1893/94; Kunstmuseum Bern), several
paintings were created showing the boy, Hodler's son Hector, alone, called 'Adoration’. At
the beginning there is a detailed watercolour drawing in the Kunstmuseum Winterthur
(see Ferdinand Hodler (exh. cat. Zurich/Berlin, Nationalgalerie/Paris, Musée du Petit
Palais 1983), no. 41) or the present painting, which is practically identical in composition
(see inv. 1042, inv. 1043, inv. 1044, inv. 1045).

The digitisation of the inventory of the Kunsthaus is an ongoing work in progress. Due to
the time-consuming nature of comprehensive scientific research on each individual
artwork, we have decided to disclose some works also without provenance information to
the public.
